Welcome to your 2020-2021 open enrollment!

Effective December 1, 2020, Advocates will be transitioning from offering insurance through Excellus to United Health
Care. The coverage period will begin in December, as it has in previous years. There will not be a gap in your coverage.
The decision to change insurance providers was made due to an unfortunately significant increase in Excellus premiums
(an agency increase of over 30%). This would have created a large out of pocket increase for all plans. Transitioning to
United Health Care allows the agency to continue to offer our employees excellent health insurance options as
affordably as possible.

Marriage, divorce or legal separation

Switch from part-time employment to full-time employment

You have 30 days from a change in family status to make changes to your current coverage.
